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4-7 (0800 — 1700) LSI Basic and Advanced Course on SCAN (statement analysis) -
Gainesville Police Department will be hosting this course. For more information and
registration procedures, see the flyer at the end.

18 —20 (0800 — 1700) IS 300 Intermediate Incident Command for Expanding Incidents
- This 24 hour course describes the incident and event management process for
supervisors and expanding incidents as prescribed by the Incident Command System. It
also describes how the NIMS command and management component supports the
management of expanding incidents. Students will implement the incident management
system process on simulated type 3 incidents and develop an incident action plan. (Meets
at Hall County EOC.)

21 -22 (0800 —1700) IS400 Advanced ICS Command and General Staff — Complex
Incidents - This 16 hour course is intended to provide training on and resources for
personnel who require advanced application of the Incident Command System (ICS). It is
designed for senior public safety personnel and will provide information on how they are
expected to perform in a management capacity in an Area Command or Multiagency
Coordination Entity. (Meets at Hall County EOC.)

APRIL.

29 (0800 —1200) IS700 Introduction to the National Incident Management System —
This course introduces the National Incident Management System (NIMS) and explains
the purpose, principles, key components and benefits of NIMS.

29 (1300 — 1700) IS 100 Introduction to the Incident Command System — This course
introduces the Incident Command System (ICS) and provides the foundation for higher
level ICS training. This course describes the history, features and principles, and
organizational structure of the Incident Command System. It also explains the
relationship between ICS and the National Incident Management System (NIMS).

MAY
12-13 (0800 — 1700) Radar Operators, Basic Course— This course is designed to improve
the effectiveness of speed enforcement through the proper and efficient use of police



traffic RADAR speed measurement instruments.

14 (0800 —1700) LIDAR Speed Measurement— This class is designed to provide the
student with the necessary information to set up, test, and operate the LIDAR system.
15 (0800 — 1200) Radar Recertification— Radar operators are required to successfully
complete refresher training to retain their certification. The officer's certification should
be near the expiration prior to registering for this course to attain maximum benefits.

JUNE

22-26 (0800 — 1700) First Responder— Based on recognized first responder guidelines,
this course provides training in the skills needed to provide the first patient contact in the
emergency medical services system. Police officers are often the first on the scene of
emergency medical calls and have a responsibility to know what to do. Through
instruction in patient assessment, patient care, legal aspects, terminology, diagnostic
signs, life threatening emergencies and many other topics, the First Responder will be
better prepared to provide care for the patient.

Note 1 — Unless otherwise noted in parentheses, all class are held in the PSB training
room.
